Over the last few weeks, our Sunday Gospel readings have led us to see the importance of  knowing 
the Lord. Two weeks ago, we heard Jesus describe himself  as “the way, the truth and the life”, and 
saw how he answers our deepest questions: Where do I come from? Where am I going? How do 
I get there? By knowing the Lord we come to recognise the authentic pathway through life, and 
beyond death to eternal life. Last week, we saw how the Holy Spirit brings the presence of  the 
Lord into our lives through his teaching, his signs and wonders, and his intercession on our behalf  
and in our own prayer lives. On Ascension Day, we saw how the Lord’s heaven-going does not 
remove him far from us, but brings him closer to us than we are to ourselves. Today, the Lord says: 
“This is eternal life, that they know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom you have sent.” 
(John 17:3). Jesus’ disciples have come to know in truth that he comes from God, “for I have given 
them the words that you gave me, and they have received them.” Today these words are present 
to us in the Bible. Reading the Bible brings us close to the Lord. It is primarily through the words 
of Scripture that God speaks to us, as we speak to God in prayer. Daily Bible reading will increase 
your faith, hope and love, and will supply an abundance of consolation. If you do not already have 
a Bible at home, please ask Father Andrew or sign up on the list at the back of church.
